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Abstract

As per a recent study on the population based burden estimates across five
regions in India, one in 89 children between the ages 2-9 are diagnosed with Autism
Spectrum Disorder (ASD). There is a great lack of awareness about therapies for ASD
and also scarcity of resources both economic and human resources in rural as well as
urban areas of India and it is practically not possible to always provide one to one
individualized therapy to all the children in special schools. This creates a need to
explore newer and effective therapies that can offer support to special children and
educational institutes.

We have, since 2012, collaborated with various special schools and research
institutions to investigate the potential of a novel therapy of Vedic Chants in children
with ASD. Despite several studies on Vedic Chants, there is sparse research on its
therapeutic value for children with ASD. In this paper, we are sharing our
experiences gathered in implementing the Vedic Chants Intervention Program
(VCIP) and highlighting the benefits of this intervention from the therapeutic point
of view and also its potential to open the doors in providing job opportunities for
Sanskrit scholars in the special education sector.

1. Introduction

According to the National Institute of Mental Health, Autism is a group of

developmental brain disorders, collectively called autism spectrum disorder (ASD).

The term "spectrum" refers to a wide range of symptoms, skills, and levels of
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impairment, or disability, that children with ASD can have. Some children are mildly
impaired by their symptoms, but others are severely disabled.

Bunton-Pierce & Dunlap (1999) described autism as a developmental disorder
that can affect a person’s ability to communicate, understand language, play, and
interact with others. Under the U.S. Department of Education federal register: rules
and regulations (2006), the disability is described as: A developmental disability
significantly affecting verbal and nonverbal communication and social interaction,
generally evident before age three, that adversely affects a child's educational
performance. Other characteristics often associated with autism are engagement in
repetitive activities and stereotyped movements, resistance to environmental change
or change in daily routines, and unusual responses to sensory experiences.

Although many individuals with autism are able to communicate with the use
of a picture exchange communication system (PECS), or other alternative
communication devices, the majority of people diagnosed with autism remain
severely handicapped in their ability to communicate and socialize with other people
(Autism Research Institute, 2006). In India there are approximately 2 million
children in the age group 2-9 years with ASD. (Patra et.al, 2020)

2. Current and accepted therapies for Autism-

Autism Therapies aim to mitigate the social and behavioural abnormalities in
children associated with Autism Spectrum Disorders. Some of the more prominent
therapies are ABA (Applied Behavior Analysis), VBA (Verbal Behavior Analysis) and
Pivotal Response Treatment (PRT). They are generally designed and specifically
tailored to meet the individual requirements of children as per the individual’s
degree of Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD). In India, there is a need for increased
awareness programs to educate the public about ASD therapies especially in the rural
areas. However, in the urban areas, where there is a little awareness among the
people, there is a great shortage of specially trained consultants, therapists and
special educators. Another major huddle in imparting therapies for children with
ASD is that it is practically not possible to always provide one to one individualized
therapy to all the children in special schools. All these factors suggest the need for

cost-effective and easy to implement therapies that can assist the children with
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special needs in their day to day activities. Among the various auditory interventions
for children with ASD, Music Therapy (MT) is well recognized universally by
therapists and researchers across the world. Several researches have been conducted
to demonstrate the benefits of listening to specific compositions of Beethoven and
Mozart, which have a great cultural significance in European countries. But there is
little or sparse research on the topic of use of Vedic Chants as a therapeutic
intervention for children with special needs. Several studies and clinical researches
have been have been performed linking Vedic chants and cognitive changes.

4. Vedic Chants and Cognitive changes- A Review of Literature

Below is a comprehensive review of various published researches that have
identified the therapeutic potential in Sanskrit mantras:-

Sonia Sequeira and Mahiuddin Ahmed (2012) conducted a study in which
they summarized evidences from clinical studies and neuroscience research that
indicated that an approach built on yogic principles and meditative tools was worth
pursuing. Some of the desired outcomes observed included relief of clinical
symptoms of disease, greater relaxation as well as an improved family and social
quality of life. The authors inferred that there was much to be gained in the
exploration of meditation as a strategy for overriding impaired brain synchronicity
and the various neuro-developmental deficiencies in early years of persons with
autism and suggested that mantra meditation may be most useful in young children.

Travis, F. et.al (2001) performed a research on the effects of reading Vedic
literature by analyzing and comparing the physiological patterns during practicing
the technique of Transcendental Meditation (TM) with the reading of Sanskrit texts
and found that reading Vedic texts, even without knowledge of their meaning
produced a distinct psychological state. The EEG, heart rate, breath rate and skin
conductance during: (1)15 minutes of TM; (2) 15 minutes of reading Sanskrit verses
from the Bhagavad Gita; (3) 15 minutes of reading same Bhagavad Gita verses
translated into German, Spanish, or French. From the readings, it was found that
the physiological patterns were observed while reading the Sanskrit verses were
similar to that of Transcendental Meditation (TM).
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Sripad Ghaligi et.al (2006) analyzed the effect of traditional Vedic chanting
on memory and sustained attention, both of which are recognized as important
features of cognitive abilities. The study compared the effect of chanting group, who
had minimum two-year experience on memory and sustained attention with that of
non-chanting group who had no exposure to such type of chanting. Data analysis
performed using a Mann Whitney U test revealed that the chanting group showed
significant increased scores in both the memory tests and a significant reduction in
total error and total time taken for cancellation tests compared to non-chanting
practitioners. Their study suggested that chanting influences both the hemispheres
of the brain resulting in good memory and attention. The authors concluded that
Vedic Chanting could be used a powerful means in promoting inner calmness,
improving attention span, and enhancing memory in a manner similar to other yogic
techniques such as asana, pranayama or meditation.

Bormann, J.E.et.al compared health outcomes of the Mantram Repetition
program to usual care in 136 outpatient combat Veterans with posttraumatic stress
disorder (PTSD). Outcomes included PTSD symptom severity, psychological distress,
spiritual well-being and quality of life. Participants were randomly assigned to usual
care plus mantram (n=66) or usual care only (n=70). The mantram group reported
significant reductions in PTSD symptom severity using the PTSD Checklist (p < .03,
d = .34). In the post-treatment the stage, the researchers determined that 24% of
veterans in the mantram group had a clinically meaningful improvement in PTSD
symptoms compared to 12% of controls. Depression, quality of life and spiritual well-
being improved significantly in the mantram group compared to controls.

5. Vedic Chants Intervention Program - A novel therapy worth exploring.

Vedic Chants Intervention Program (VCIP) is the name of Midam Charitable
Trust’s novel therapeutic intervention for children with special needs, especially
children with Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD). In this program, an auditory
stimulus of selected rhythmic Sanskrit verses from the Vedas, chanted by an
experienced chanter, Sri Madhusudan Damle, is given to children for specific
duration and the consequent behavioral changes due to regular exposure over a

prolonged period, if any, is studied and observed. The auditory stimulus of Vedic

Chants was a recording of various Vedic verses from the Rig Veda, Yajurved and also
the Upanishads. The verses were chosen because of both the psychological
significance as well as the rhythm contained in them.

The children were not required to understand the psychological significance
or repeat the mantras. The parents and caretakers interested in consciously learning
the significance of the chants while listening to them were provided with the
meanings. While the aim of the intervention was to provide a sense of calmness in
the children primarily, a secondary outcome that we observed while interviewing
was that the parents and special educators too found the intervention to be relaxing.
It has been understood from the various researches and clinical evidences that
memorization and repetition of Sanskrit chants has a positive influence on the
memory and speech of various individuals of all ages. From our clinical researches
as well as the lived experience of over 11 years in imparting the Vedic Chants
intervention in collaboration with various NGOs, parents, special educators and
children with special needs; we have observed that even listening to Vedic Chants
without knowing any meaning has a positive effect in children with Autism (ASD).
We have observed this phenomenon to extend in children with Intellectual Disabiltiy
(ID) and children with Down Syndrome (DS) as well, however a detailed discussion
on our observations is out of the scope of the current paper which focuses on the
effect of Vedic Chants on children with Autism Spectrum Disorder (ASD).

6. Research Concluded by Midam Charitable Trust.

To investigate the therapeutic potential of Vedic Chants, we have conducted
multiple researches on children in collaboration with special schools, NGOs and also
Research medical institutions. A multi-disciplinary study involving Department of
Paediatrics, Psychiatry and Neurology is underway and its results will be published
separately post data-analysis. (Clinical Trial Registry of India No:
CTRI/2018/09/015787). For purpose of this current paper, we are sharing the
findings of two researches namely a) A social and behavioural study on effect of Vedic
Chants on children with ASD & b) A Genetic study on the effect of Vedic Chants
intervention in the hormonal profile of children with ASD.

6.1. A social and behavioral study on effect of Vedic Chants on children with
ASD

In collaboration with Satya Special School, Puducherry, a single group social
and behavioural study on the effect of Vedic Chants Intervention in children with
Autism. A Pre-Test Post-Test design was used to conduct the study. After screening
and verification of the ASD children of the special school by a qualified rehabilitation
psychologist, 18 children in the age group 6-14 who verified to be diagnosed with
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ASD, were included in the therapy. After a pre-test evaluation, the children were
exposed to the auditory stimulus of Vedic Chants on all school days at a specified
time for 20 minutes regularly for a period of 4 months. For the purpose of
management of the children as suggested by the institute, the students were divided
into three groups: Mild, Moderate and Severe. A social and behavioural assessment
was done in five domains that evaluated speech and response, behaviour patterns,
speech and language skills and sensory and cognitive skills. At the end of four
months, a post data evaluation was done and respondents which included the
parents, teachers and special educators were interviewed to identify distinct changes,
if any, that were observed in the social skills and behaviour of the subjects. The
study showed significant changes both by observation and quantitative assessment.
The most significant behavioural change observed was that children with Attention
Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD) sat throughout the duration of the Vedic
Chants. Post intervention, the children responded more frequently and freely to the
teachers’ commands. Overall, the intervention program was found to have had a
positive outcome on the behaviour pattern of the children with ASD and the The
impact of the four-month intervention program also reflected in Social Quotient and
Development Quotient of the children in the institute’s annual assessment by
Vineland’s Social Maturity Scale and Development Screening Test.
6.2. A Genetic study on the effect of Vedic Chants intervention in the
hormonal profile of children with ASD

In collaboration with Geneticists Dr.Surabhi Kandaswamy and
Dr.Sathiyavedu Santhiya, we conducted a single group pre-post test design was
chosen for studying the effect of Vedic Chants on fifteen children (n=15) with ASD
who belonged to the 7-14 years age group. The children were recruited from the
special schools in Chennai and were given an auditory stimulus of vedic chants for
20 minutes daily for a period of 6 months. The same set of mantras that are part of
the VCIP were chosen for the intervention. ELISA kits were used for identifying any
alterations in the endocrine profile with a focus on the Melatonin and Seratonin
levels and the findings were published. (Kandaswamy Dinesh kumar et.al, 2014).

The study showed that there was a difference in the pre and post mean achievement
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scores due to the VCIP. The endocrine profile of the subjects was also altered. A
number qualitative changes were observed by the special educators with most
prominent being, reduction in hyper-activity, self-biting. Some of the children were
remembering certain lines of the mantras and repeating the ‘Om’ sound. Even
children with ADHD were found to be sitting throughout the session. We concluded
that the Vedic Chants intervention has the potential to provoke the cognitive abilities
in children with ASD and this intervention can prove to be one of the efficient group
therapies in the management of children with ASD.

7. Observation

One of the common observation in all the studies, was that Vedic Chants
Intervention was enjoyed by most of the children and special educators. The
institutes for special children were also satisfied with the intervention as it was a
cost-effective and easy to implement intervention that could be easily scheduled in
the time table. One of the major limitations of the study was that much literature is
not available for recommending Vedic Chants in children with special needs. Other
factors in Vedic Chanting positively influencing in educational activities were not
measured.

8. Conclusion:

In the last 11 years, we have conducted multiple researches with the aim of
standardizing the use of Vedic Chants, which can be considered to be on par if not
more effective than passive Music therapy (MT) in children with special needs, and
aim to gather enough evidences for Vedic Chanting which is part of India’s
traditional Knowledge base to be universally recognized as an alternate and allied
therapeutic intervention for positive behaviour modification in children with special
needs. Already various medical institutes offer UG & PG diplomas in the fields of
music therapy and special education. We take this opportunity to invite Sanskrit
Institutes to collaborate with NGOs and research institutes to work in the direction
of standardization of Vedic Chanting and also creation of manuals for special
educators. This will create a ground for governmental rehabilitation institutes to

create a diploma course in Vedic Chanting in the near future. This holds potential in
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not only providing job opportunities to Sanskrit scholars but also addressing the

acute shortage of special educators for imparting therapy to children with ASD.

KAUTILYA’S ARTHASHASTRA:

The Arthashastra is an ancient treatise on statecraft, political science,
economic policy and military strategy. Kautilya wrote it, and the book includes books
on the nature of government, law, civil and criminal court systems, ethics,
economics, markets and trade, the methods for screening ministers, diplomacy,
theories on war, nature of peace, and the duties and obligations of a king.

Not only that, the book includes Hindu philosophy along with economic and
cultural notes on sectors like agriculture, mineralogy, mining and metals, animal
husbandry, medicine, forests and wildlife. Kautilya Arthashastra is divided into 15
Departments known as Adhikarana and includes 21 chapters in total.

Chanakya wanted a society that has ‘mutual respect’ for each other. This helps
to achieve the full human potential beyond genders. In Arthashastra, women have
been portrayed as ancillary presence to the primarily patriarchal institutions of the
time. A number of researches have been conducted on Arthashastra in order to access
the much sought after- art of statecraft. But this book also indulges in politicizing

the role of women as he also devised several rights which a woman could attain.
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In Arthashastra, it states that woman had property rights to the stridhan,
which was the gift made to a woman at the time of her marriage by her parents
and afterwards augmented by her husband. Stridhan was usually in the form
of jewellary, which among many cultural groups was a convenient way of
carrying surplus wealth, but could include certain rights to immovable
property. Marriage was both a secular and sacred institution. Widows could
remarry. When they did so, they lost rights to any property inherited from
their deceased husbands. There is little information on lower class women
other than some comments on laboring women and the need to give works as
spinners to such disadvantaged women as widows and “defective girls.”

Kautilya urges that, women have to receive more equal treatment. Allowing
for divorce in the four impious marriages has been considered as a significant break
from the customs of the time and a radical diversion from Hindu law.

Also Kautilya states that a woman has the right to leave or abandon her
husband if he commits a crime. He also states that women have the equal right of
getting paid like a man. Example of a male spy gets paid 1000 panas, women too
have the right of getting paid of 1000 panas.

The Raghuvamsa is a unique work by the poet Kalidasa,The epic describes
the lives of twenty nine kings of the Surya dynasty. In the Raghuvamsa, poet
presents a review of various human qualities and, in contrast, demonstrates the
widespread impact of inhuman acts.The kings of the Raghu dynasty are described as
examples of sacrifice, honesty, loyalty and restraint. The character of King Dilipa
reflects humanity, equality, love and kindness, selfless sacrifice and compassion.
The first canto of the epic clearly mentions humility, forgiveness and honesty. The
character of Dilipa is a combination of brotherhood, faith, self-control, service,
tolerance and selfless love. Again, it depicts the dignified qualities of Dilipa's
administrator. Raghu also had a son named Dasaratha. They have human qualities.
The poet compares the equality of Dasaratha to his colour. The eighth canto clearly
mentions Dasaratha's truthfulness and loving-kindness. Dasaratha's justice and
friendship are also reflected in his actions. There is also a deep love and affection
between the three queens of Dasaratha. The deep love, brotherhood and friendship
between Rama, Lakshan, Bharat and Shatru is incomparable. The epic is a beautiful
example of Rama's devotion to his father, his struggle for truth, Bharata's sacrifice
and brotherly love. There is also a reflection of the universal love, humility and
motherly devotion of the name towards all. The kings of the Raghu dynasty after
Bamb were partly devoid of human qualities. The last king of the Raghu dynasty,
Agnivarna, refrained from human qualities and became too addicted to pleasures.
In fact, people and societies endowed with human values are free from
obstacles and prosper. A peaceful and welfare state can be built if the ruler possesses
all human values and the decline of human values is the achievement of destruction,
Agnivarna is an example of that.

REFLECTION OF THE HUMAN VALUES IN THE RAGHUVAMSA:

The first and second canto of the Raghuvamsha mainly praise the kings of
the Raghu dynasty and describe King Dilipa respectively. The first verse of the first
canto of the epic contains a beautiful lesson.

Again, the description of King Dilipa says that Dilipaa was
‘vyudhoraskovishasadhshalashamahbhun’ which means broad- chested, stout
shouldered,tall as the sala tree,and massive armed but despite having such a huge
figure, the people regarded him as their father because of his humanity, equality,
love, and kindness. All the subjects benefited from these qualities of King Dilipaaa.
In terms of humanitarian qualities, the poet has compared Dilipaaa to the Sun
because, just as the Sun absorbs water for the welfare of mankind, not for himself,
Dilipaa collects taxes from the subjects but does so selflessly.* Verse twenty two of
the first canto of the epic clearly shows human qualities which say that wise but
silent means humility, strong but forgiving means honesty, love, and compassion,
sacrificial but fearless -

These are the true human qualities. King Dilipaa's asking the aged cowherds
the names of the trees on the way to the ashram of Bashishta suggests the king's
brotherhood, equality, and respect for the elderly. The king's faith and devotion to
his ministers are evident in the fact that he went to the ashram of the sage. The
respect, devotion, affection, humility, and loyalty shown by Dilipa to Bashishta in
Bashishta's ashram are exemplary for everyone. King Dilipa is eager to have a son
but is not afraid and is always ready to exercise his restraint and accomplish his task.
In the second canto, the emperor serves Nandini in her care.The fact that a king,
despite being the ruler of a vast empire, cared for a cow like a cowboy shows the
kindness, love, sacrifice, service, tolerance, and generosity of a king. Dilipa's care for

his wife Sudakshina during her pregnancy shows his devotion and love. But Dilipa's
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love for Sudakshina is not just for having children, as their love has deepened after
the birth of their son Raghu.

This is selfless, true love. Raghu, on the other hand, does not try to surpass
his father out of respect and humility, even though he was stronger than him in his
youth. Raghu's distribution of all the wealth he had conquered throughout Aryavarta
among the people is certainly an indication of selfless sacrifice. This reflects the
ideals of the Ishopanishads.® In the fifth verse, Raghu's son Aja does not kill the
elephant found in the river Narmada but only injures it, indicating his love for

animals. In the eighth canto, it is found that as a king.

It doesn't matter if a person is just more compassionate or more strict. Kind
under certain circumstances should be harsh under certain circumstances. When he
reaches old age, Raghu expresses his desire to take the Banaprastha ashram. Such
statements are also found in the Manusmriti.” But out of deep fatherly devotion, Aja
prays to his father to avoid his decision, and old Raghu accepts his son's decision out
of love for him. It indicates devotion to the father and filial affection for the
son. Aja's lament over the death of his wife Indumati has a beautiful message of true
love. Aja who is grieving for his wife, has spent the rest of his life enjoying the
affection of his only son. The praise of Dasaratha in the ninth canto shows that he
was a conqueror of the senses by the rules of restraint and a pioneer in protecting
those who maintained restraint. Dasaratha is compared to Varuna for his equality.
Dasaratha's truthfulness and loveliness are clearly mentioned in the eighth verse of
the eighth canto.

King Dasaratha divides the payasanna obtained by the PutrestiYajna into two
equal parts and gives them to Kausalya and Kaikeyi and again gives two parts of the
two queens to Sumitra.This suggests the justice and friendship of Dasaratha.
However, the three queens also had deep love and affection. The poet compares Rama
and Lakshmana, Bharata and Shatrughna to air and fire and the moon and sea,
respectively, because of the deep love, brotherhood, and friendship between them.
Rama went into exile for the sake of fatherly devotion and truthfulness, and
Bharata's going to bring them back from the forest signifies Bharata's sacrifice and

brotherly love.
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On the other hand, Rama's grief over the death of the bird Jatayu and his
reforms like his father show Rama's humanity and his universal love for all. After
returning from exile, Rama returns to his kingdom and tells Kaikeyi that Kaikeyi
has the merit of not deviating from the path of truth, which will bring heavenly
fruits.Such words of Rama show an example of humility and devotion to his mother.
On the other hand, even if it seems unfair to Rama to exile Sita to the forest, it is not
unfair because Rama has sacrificed his petty interests only for the sake of his
subjects. Rama was not cruel and has given a way to save Sita. Lakshmana was asked
to exile Sita near the ashram of Valmiki.

The kings of the Raghu dynasty who succeeded Rama were partially free from
all human values. From Dilipa to Rama, the glory and fame of the Raghu dynasty
have increased as they have been characterised by human values, and it was in Rama
that the fame of the Raghu dynasty reached its highest level. The last king of the
Raghu dynasty, Agnivarna, lacked human values and focused only on his own
pleasures.

for a discussion on the nature and types of the words and sentences and the
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constituents of the words. The reason behind this endeavour is the fact that in most
of the works kavya is defined in terms of one or two of the terms like Sabda, Artha
and Vakya. For instance, Visvanatha in his Sahityadarpana (Ch.I) defines kavya with
the expression ‘vakyam rasatmakam kavyam’, (A Vakya having Rasa as its Atma is
kavya). As this definition involves the term Vakya, Vi§vanatha deems it fit to begin
the second chapter of his book with the definition of a Vakya. cf. ‘vakyam syad
yogyatakanksasattiyuktah padoccayah.’ This definition of Vakya involves the term
Pada. Hence, Visanatha presents the definition also of Pada. cf.

tatra kim padalaksanam ityata aha -

vamah padam prayogarhananvitaikarthabodhakah /

In this manner in most of the works on Poetics a discussion relating to Pada
and Vakya and allied matters takes place. This is how it so happens that Rajasekhara
applies the title ‘Padavakyaviveka’ to the whole of the sixth chapter of his book
Kavyamimarmsa, on the ground that this chapter is devoted to a discussion relating
to the nature of words and sentences.

It may be noted that the trend of dilating upon the word and allied elements
has been set by Bharata himself in the fifteenth chapter of his Natyasastra. Bharata's
presentation of such a discussion was, however, called for not by an exposition of
the definition of Kavya but by an exposition of what is termed by him Vacika-
abhinaya as it will be seen by and by.

Grammar in Bharata's Treatment of Vacika-abhinaya

Bharata recognises four aspects of histrionics or so to say four types of
Abhinaya or acting, viz., Angika, Vacika, Sattvika and Aharya. He presents a fuller
exposition of the concept of Vacika-abhinaya in a number of chapters beginning
with the fifteenth. Vacika-abhinaya literally means acting with the uttering of
speeches. The speeches of a Vacika-abhinaya or verbal acting constitute what is
technically called the libretto, i.e., the literary composition generally termed a drama.

Bharata says that the idea of a Vacika-abhinaya consists of the idea of the
Grammatical elements called Nama, Akhyata, Nipata, Upasarga, Taddhita, Samasa,
Sandhi and Vibhakti.., (NS. XV.4).! The Pathya, i.e., the text to be uttered may be
either in Sanskrit or in Prakrit, (NS. XV.5). The Sanskrit Pathya consists of
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Vyafijanavarnas, Svaravarnas, Sandhis, Vibhaktis, Namans, Akhyatas, Upasargas,
Nipatas, Taddhitas, Samasas and varieties of verbal roots, (NS. XV.6f). NS XV.8
informs that there are fourteen Svara Varnas from a to au and the letters from k to
h are Vyaiijana Varnas. The prose Vrtti on this Karika presents the whole list of
Svaras and Vyaiijjanas. NS. XV.9 refers to a twofold division of the Varnas as
Ghosavarnas and Aghosa varnas. NS XV.10 names the places of articulation, by way
of grouping the letters as Kanthya, Austhya, Dantya, Jihvya, Nasikya, Usma-varnas,
Talavya, and Visarjaniya. NS. XV. 11. sorts out the Ghosas and Aghosas, and names
them one by one. NS XV.12 sorts out the Kanthya-varnas, Talavyas, Mirdhanyas
and the Dantastha -varnas, NS. XV. 13-14A are concerned with the Osthyas, some
more Dantyas, some more Kanthyas, some more Talavyas, and so on and
Kanthosthyas and Kanthatalavyas. NS. XV. 14B-15 point out the Vivrtas. NS. XV.16
points out Antasthas. Samvrtas, Nasikyas and Usmans. NS. XV.17 points out
Jihvamiliyas, Upadhmaniyas, Svaritas and a few more Kanthya-varnas. NS. XV.18A
sorts out the Kanthorasyas and NS. XV.18B points out the place of articulation of the
Visarjaniya. NS. XV. 20 classify the Svaras into Hrasva-svaras and Dirgha-svaras.

Bharata says that a Sabda consists of Svaras and Vyaiijanas as identified in
earlier Karikas, and it assumes the form of either an Akhyata or a Namapada
involving Upasargas, Nipatas Taddhitas, Sandhis and Vibhaktis as the case may be.
cf. ebhirvyanjanavargair

namakhyatopasarganipataih /
taddhita-sandhi-vibhaktibhir
adhisthitah $abda ityuktah // (NS. XV.21)

It goes without saying that the second foot of the Karika given above very
faithfully corresponds to the four fold division of the words given by Nirukta I.1,
with the statement:

tad yanyetani catvari padajatani nama-
khyate copasarga nipatasca tanimani bhavanti /

Bharata gives the details of what is called a Nama-pada as follows: the
Namapada is endowed with su and other such case affixes, and with a meaning

conveyed by such an affix. It conveys the idea of a Pratipadikdrtha and that of a
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gender (Linga), and it is of five varieties. (NS. XV.23).2 As forms derived with case
affixes the Namapadas fall into seven clusters, of which six clusters belong
respectively to six Karakas, Which are designated by the terms like Sampradana,
Apadana and others. (NS. XV.24)
cf. tatprahuh saptavidham satkarakasammyutam prathitasadhyam./>
nidesassampradanapddana prabhrtismjaabhih /*

The meaning of the term Akhyata is given by Bharata as follows: An Akhyata
is derived by adding verbal affixes in an appropriate manner so as to make it convey
the idea of a Vacana (i.e., number of the agent) and to associate it with the idea of an
action of the present or past or future tense (NS. XV.25). An Akhyata that belongs to
a Pathya’® (i.e., the text of a dramatic speech) may be related to any one of the five
hundred verbal roots (Dhatus) which may belong to any one of the ten classes (i.e.,
the Ganas like the Bhvadigana) and might convey specialities related to various
meanings.
cf. sampratyatitakalakriyadisamyojitam prathitasadhyam /

vacanamanagatayuktam® susadr$asamyojanavibhaktam //’
parfcasatadhatuyuktam® paicayuktapaicavidhan?® idam vapi/
akhyatam pathyakrtam jieyam ndanarthasra-yavisesam//

After these Karikas Bharata devotes one Karika each for the concepts of
Upasarga, Nipata, Pratyaya, Taddhita and Vibhakti and two Karikas for the concept
of Sandhi. Then finally Bharata concludes the grammatical treatment of words with
the following Karika devoted to the concept of Samasa:

luptavibhaktir namnamekartham samharatsamasopi /
tatpurusadistajiiairnirdistah sadvidho viprah // (NS.XV.34)
Bhamaha's Treatment of Pada and Vakya

While defining the Dosa called Apartha Bhamaha makes a reference to the
terms Pada and Vakya and thus finds an occasion to define Pada and Vakya. He
defines Pada as ‘arthavan varna-sarhghatah’, i.e., ‘a group of letters having a
meaning’. Then he reproduces Pa. I.4.14 to present a further definition of Pada from
the Grammarian’s point of view, cf. ‘suptinantam padam punah’ (KL. IV.3.d).

Bhamaha defines Vakya as follows:
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padanameva samghatah sapeksanam parasparam /
niradkamksam catadvakyam ekavastunibandhanam // (KL.
IV.4)

The purport of this Karika is as follows: A sentence (Vakya) is a group of
words (Padas) which are mutually in anticipation of one another. The sentence as a
whole is free from Akanksa, i.e., the total idea conveyed by the sentence is consistent
in itself. The sentence is concerned with one composite idea.

Rudrata's Conception of Sabda and Artha

Rudrata observes that Sabda and Artha together make a kavya’. Sabda, which
is one of the constituents of Kavya, appears in the form of different combinations of
letters, which are together capable of conveying a meaning. Sabda is of five varieties.
(KL. Rudratar, II.1). The said five verities are namely Nama, Akhyata, Upasarga,
Nipata and Karmapravacaniya. The last of these five is a new addition to the
Grammarian's traditional list of four. (Vide KL. Rudrata, II.2). Rudrata defines a
Vakya as follows:

vakyam tatrabhimatam parasparam savyapeksavrttinam /
samuddyah sabdanam ekaparanam anakanksah //*°

This definition is almost identical with the one given by Bhamaha and
discussed here in the immediately preceding sub section.

Rudrata recognises four varieties of Sabda on the basis of the meaning
conveyed, and those varieties are viz., Dravya-$abda, Guna-$abda, Kriya-Sabda and
Jati-$abda.” This is very much in tune with the statement,

‘catustayi Sabdanam pravrttih jatisabdagunasabdah
kriyasabda yadrcchasabdascaturthah’(Mahabhasya on Pa. 1.1.2)

Rudrata explains a Kriya as the meaning of a Dhatu. This meaning of the
Dhatu (i.e., the action) may be inferred from the transformation of materials caused
by the action. The action may be performed by the Karakas (like Kartr and Karman).
Kriya is of two types, viz., Sakarmika and Akarmika.’? It goes without saying that

these discussions have the flavour more of Grammar than of Poetics.
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Padavakyaviveka of Rajasekhara:

Perhaps the most convincing example of the impact of Grammar on Poetics
in the matter of elucidating the concepts of Pada and Vakya is provided by the sixth
chapter of the kavyamimamsa of Rajasekhara, which the author names
‘Padavakyaviveka’ i.e., ‘Analysis of the concepts of Pada and Vakya’. A brief resume
of the contents of the said chapter is given below:

A Pada consists of a Sabda, the form of which is determined by the science of
Grammar, and an Artha, which is attached to the concerned Sabda by the Nirukta
and the Nighantu and allied treatises,

cf. “vyakaranasmrtinimitah  sabdo  niruktanighantvadibhirnirdista-
stadabhidheyo’ rthastau padam.”

This is the first sentence of the chapter concerned and it is indeed very
significant that the chapter begins with the word Vyakarana. viz., Sub-vrtti, Samasa-
vrtti, Taddhita-vrtti, Krd-vrtti and Tin-vrtti. The words are again classified into five
categories in consideration of the meanings conveyed by them, and they are viz.,
Jativaci, Dravyavaci, Gunavaci, Kriyavaci, and the indeclinable like the Upasargas
beginning with pra and the Nipatas beginning with ca and also the
Karmapravacaniyas. Words ending in sup - affixes may be either in the form of a
compound (Samasa) or may occur in the body of an elaborate clause (Vyasa). The
Samasas are of six varieties, beginning with the Dvandva variety. A verse, termed by
Rajasekhara as satsamdsisamasasukta®, very conveniently names the six Samasas as
follows:

“dvandvo’smi dvigurasmi ca grhe ca me satatam avyayibhavah tatpurusa karma
dharaya yenaham syam bahuvrihih:™*

This verse has many slightly varying readings. This verse is also variously
interpreted to convey a meaning like the following one:

One devotee addresses the Purusa (i.e., God) and says that he has only the
couple (dvandva), i.e., himself and his wife as the family; he has also a couple of
bulls; in his residence there is never (n2ityam) any scope for any expenditure. Hence,
God may be pleased to assign him such a work (karma) by which he might be the

owner of more paddies (bahuvrihih).
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The words of the Taddhitavrtti type are innumerable. That is why it is often
observed in the learned works that the students of the Paninian system of Grammar
get Bewildered with the Taddhita affixes, cf. “taddhitavrttih punarananta taddhi
Sastraprayovado yaduta taddhitamidhah paniniyah”.> Then, Taddhitavrttis are
illustrated; Krdvrtti is explained and illustrated; Tinvrtti is said to be of ten types as
based on the ten La-karas. Tinvrtti is once again said to be of two types as relating
either to plain verbal roots (Dhatus) or to the roots formed by applying affixes to
Nama- padas (Sub-dhatus).

Such roots are duly illustrated. Then it is observed that the words divided into
five varieties also get multiplied into innumerable numbers through mutual
conglomeration. This is the reason why the learned persons observe that “for a
thousand celestial years Brhaspati was the teacher and Indra (Satakratu) was the
student, yet they could not come to the end of (the process of learning and teaching)
the list of words.” cf. “tadidam itthankaram pancaprakdramapi padajatam mithah
samanviyamanamdnantydya kalpate. tajjanma caisa vidusam vado yatkila divyam
samasahasram brhaspatir vakta satakraturadhyeta tathapi nantah sabdaraserasit.”®
It is significant that the last portion of the above quotation beginning with the word
dviyam is almost a faithful copy of the following words of Mahabhasya: “evam hi
Sriiyate brhaspatir indraya divyam varsasahasram pratipadoktanam sabdanam
Sabdaparayanam provaca nantam jagama' brhaspatiSca pravaktd, indrascadhyetd,
divyam varsasahasram adhyayanakalo, na cantam jagama, kim punaradyatve.”"’

Rajasekhara refers to the regional popularity of the various Vrttis as follows:
Vidarbha is fond of Sub-vrtti, Gauda is fond of Samasavrtti, Southerners are fond of
Taddhitavrtti, Northerners are fond of the Krt affixes and all wise men are fond of
Tinvrtti.*® In this context Rajasekhara seems to have borrowed the expression
‘priyataddhita daksinatyah’ as it is from the Mahabhasya. (Vide Paspasa Ahnika,
under the aphorism “yatha laukika-vaidikesu.”)*

Skipping over certain topics which are simply connected with Grammar we
may come to a topic which bears the most indelible stamp of the influence of
Grammar Rajasekhara choses to meet the objection that “kavya does not deserve to

be recommended for a study as it contains baseless (untrue) statements,”?° with his
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own arguments. Rijasekhara's main argument against the said contention is that
there is nothing untrue in poetry, whatever appears to be untrue there is only an
Arthavada,” i.e., only intended to emphasise on the adorable aspect of a certain
object. Such Arthavadas (or words of praise meant for persuading people to accept
something which is adorable) are there not only in the compositions of the poets, but
also in Vedas ($rut:) and Sastras (technical works on ethics etc.) and also in the
popular verbal expressions (/oke).
cf. nasatyam nama kificana kavye yastu stutyesvar- thavadah.

sa na param kavikarmani Srutau ca sastre ca loke ca: (kavyamimamsa, p. 85)

As a second illustration of the presence of Arthavada in a statement belonging
to a Sastra, Rajasekhara gives the verse “yastu prayunkte”, etc. along with a very
long exposition. It is interesting to note that Pataiijali gives the same verse “yastu
prayuhkte” etc. along with the same exposition by way of illustrating one of the
many purposes of studying Vyakarana under the general heading “7mani ca bhuyah
Sabdanusasanasya prayojanani’ in the Mahabhasya, Paspasa Ahnika.?> The whole
passage from the verse “yastu prayunkte’ upto the end of the exposition with the
statement “pramattagita esa tatra bhavatah yastvapramattagitastat pramanam”,
covers some sixteen lines in print and the whole passage is quoted verbatim from
the Paspasa Ahnika of the Mahabhasya. It deserves to be appreciated that
Rajasekhara duly acknowledges his source as he concludes the passage with the
words “iti gonardiyah”. Gonardiya is an epithet of Patafijali, the author of the
Mahabhasya.

Bhoja's Treatment of Pada and Vakya:

As the things stand our knowledge of the Sringaraprakasa is limited to
whatever is given by V. Raghavan in his Bhoja's Srigaraprakasa. In the light of this
book alone the following observations may be made about the interest of Bhoja in
Grammar as evidenced in the treatment of Pada and Vakya. Srngaraprakasa “treats
of Sabda, Artha and Sahitya. In chapters i-vi, which are purely on a Grammar, Sabda,
Artha and their varieties are treated of”, observes Raghavan.

In the first chapter of Srngaraprakasa Bhoja refers to 12 kinds of Sabda, viz.,

Prakrti, Pratyaya, Upaskara, Upapada, Pratipadika, Vibhakti, Upasarjana, Samasa,
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Pada, Vakya, Prakarana and Prabandha. Reference is made also to twelve varieties of
Artha, of which Kriya, Kala, Karaka, Purusa, Pratipadikartha, Vibhaktyartha,
Vrttyartha, Padartha and Vakyartha are very clearly connected with Vyakarana.
Then six kinds of Dhaturtipas are referred to, of which Pratyayadhatus Nama-
dhatus and Pratyayanama-dhatus are decidedly grammatical elements. Bhoja also
recognises six varieties of Pratyayarapas, viz.. Sup--, Tin--, Krt--, Taddhita-
Dhatu--, and Stripratyayantas. Pratipadikarapas, recognised by Bhoja, also number
six and they are namely Nama, Avyaya, Anukarana, Krt, Taddhita and Samasa. The
last item involves a large amount of grammatical discussion. Bhoja recognises six
types of Dhatupratyayas, six types of Pratyayapratyayas and six types of
Pratipadikapratyayas. There are three kinds of Upapadas, viz., Tin-upapadas, Krd-
upapadas and Sub-upapadas. These three varieties have six sub varieties each.

The second chapter of Srngaraprakasa is named “Prati padikadiprakasa”. This
chapter deals with Pratipadikas, Vibhaktis, Upasarjanas and Samasas. The third
chapter is concerned with the concepts of such items as Pada The third chapter is
named “Prakrtyadiprakasa”. This chapter is concerned with the concept of such
items as Pada and Vakya, and the Mahabhasya and the Vakyapadiya are also quoted
in this section. The fourth chapter is called “Kriyadyarthacatustayaprakasa”. This
chapter includes a long discussion on Dhatvartha, i.e., Kriya and Karaka. In this
discussion the Vakyapadiya is profusely quoted. The fifth chapter deals with
Pratipadikartha among other things. It also includes a discussion on the Nipatas and
the implications of the Karmapravacaniyas.
cf. vacakatvam nipatanam dyotakatvam ca niscitam /

karmapravacaniyanam ukta sambandhasangatih //

The sixth chapter deals with Vakyartha, Vrttyartha and Padartha. In the
discussion on the third item the Vakyapadiya is quoted frequently.?

A very interesting example of the impact of Grammar on Bhoja's treatment
of Vakyartha may be cited as follows: The eighth chapter of Srngaraprakasa deals
also with Vakyartha (i.e., meaning of a sentence). One of the varieties of Vakyartha
is Mahavakyartha or Prabandha, i.e., the import of a whole work like Janakiharana

or the Ramayana. Bhoja shows that beyond this Prabandha-maha- vakyartha., there
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is still another and further Maha-vakyartha, which is the moral (Vidhi nisedha)
suggested by the Kavya. Bhoja identifies this with the Sabda brahman. This moral is
the cause of Caturvarga and is present in the whole creation. This moral is the
Sabdabrahman itself which has got metamorphosed into the form of an Artha. In
support of this position Bhoja quotes one verse from Bhartrhari and the same is
preceded by another verse composed by Bhoja himself for epitomising his Philosophy
that the part less Paramaha- vakyartha is identical with the Sabdabrahman and one

who has realised the Sabdabrahman realises the Parabrahman, i.e., the Supreme

Brahman,
cf. “yastu tadraparamdyanadiprabandharthanamavadharanena
upahitasamskarasya ‘ramavad vartitavyam, na ravanavad’  ityadi

vidhinisedhapratibhavisesa upajdyate, sa samastavis§vavyapi caturvargaikahetuh
paro mahavakyarthah viparinatam arthammiirtya viparinatam anadinidhanam?®*
akhanda sabdabrahmetyucyate //
akhandah saisa vakyarthah Sabdabrahmeti giyate /
Sabdabrahmani nisnatah param brahmadhigacchati //
Idamadyampadasthanam siddhisopanaparvanam /
Iyam sa moksamandanamajihma rajapaddhatih // %

“In the post Dhvani period, works which followed the Dhvani-marga began
always with the treatment of the three Sabdavrttis of Mukhya, Gauni and
Vyafijjana’*¢ says V. Raghavan. And S.K. De also says: “The formulators of the dvani
theory do not enter into these minute discussions, but appear to recognise them
explicitly, although most writers from the time of Mammata start with a preliminary
analysis of word-function.”?” This is how we find that both Mammata and
Visvanatha have devoted the whole of the second chapter of their respective works
to the treatment of word- functions. But in Dhvanyaloka it there is a hint that some
earlier theorists also were concerned with Sabda-vyapara in the context of literary
criticism. For example, on the expression ‘bhaktamahustamanye’ of Dhvanyaloka,
I.1, the Vrtti offers the following explanation:

“vadyapi  ca dhvanisabdasamkirtanena  kavya-laksanavidhayibhir

gunavrttiranyo va na kascit prakarah prakasitah, tathapi amukhyavrttya kavyesu

vyavaharam darsayata dhvanimargo manaksprstopi na laksita iti parikalpyaivam
uktam ‘bhaktamahustamanye’ iti.”

Here the terms Bhakta, Gunavrtti and Amukhya- vrtti stand for secondary
signification or what is generally called Laksana by theorists like Visanatha.
Abhinavagupta presents examples of the recognition of the Amukhya Vrtti from
Udbhata and Vamana. Thus, Udbhata, while commenting on Bhamaha’s
‘$abdaschando’bhidhanarthah’ presents the gloss: “Sabdinam abhidhanam
abhidhavyaparo mukhyo gunavrttisca. *® As pointed out by Abhinava also, Vamana
too makes a reference to the Laksana function while defining the Vakrokti Alankara
as ‘sadrsyallaksana vakroktih’?® A third example of a pre Dhvani theorist making a
reference to Gunavrtti may be cited from Dandin, who says:

nisthyuta-gima-vantadirgunavr ttivyapasrayad /
atisundaramanyatra gramyakaksam vigahate // (Kavyadarsah .1.95)

As we come to the post Dhvani theorists like Mammata and Vi§vanatha, we
find more extensive treatment of the functions of word like Abhidha, Laksana,
Tatparya and Vyaiijanad. Now the question arises as to what was the extent of the
influence of Grammar in this area of linguistic speculation of the science of Poetics.
This may be examined by considering the case of the secondary signification alone.

It is pointed out by K. Kunjunni Raja that “Panini does not refer to the
metaphorical use of language”*° and “Panini does not refer to Laksana even in cases
like simho manavakah™ Hence, the possibility of the impact of the earliest of the
extant Grammarians is ruled out. But then we find that in the Mimamsasutra Guna-
vrtti is recognised in the aphorism gunad avipratisedhah syat’(1.2.39). On this Satra
Sabara's Bhasya runs as follows: “aditir dyaur iti gauna esa Sabdah, ato na
vipratisedhah ”. In the same Dar$ana, the term Bhakti is also used in the sense of
secondary signification in ‘sarvesam

vaikamantryam aitisdyanasya bhaktipanatvat savanddhikaro hi’ (I11.2.44).
Jaimini once again uses the term Bhakti in the Aksepasutra, “bhaktirasannidhav
andyyeti” (I11.8.43). Jaimini does not use the more familiar term Laksana. But he
seems to have used the term Laksana in the sense of Laksana in the Stitra; sarvesam

va laksanatvat avisistam hi laksanam. (I11.1.16)
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In the Bhasya, however, the tern Laksana is used very frequently and in most
cases by the side of the term Sruti, which means Abhidha, e.g., ‘Srutilaksanavisaye
tu Srutih ndyya na laksana’, etc. under 1.4.2; 11.2.18; II1.2.25, etc.

In the Vedantasitra, Badardyana mentions the term Gauni in the sitra-
‘vaunyasambhavat’ (11.3.3), which is intended to convey the idea that the statement
“Akasa has originated” (akasah sambhatah) in Taittiriya Upanisad, II.1, should be
taken in a figurative sense (Gauni), and not literally since it is impossible to conceive
of the creation of the eternal Akasa. Badarayana uses the term Bhakta in the Sttras,
I1.3.16; I11.1.4; I11.1.7.

In the Nyayasiitra Gotama uses the term Bhakta only once in the Sttra II.2.15:
‘tattva bhaktayor nanatvavibhagat'. Gotama also uses the term Upacara, in seven
places, e.g., 1.2.14; 1.2.15 etc., for naming the third variety of Cala as Upacaracala. As
explained in the Bhasya, Upacaracala is intended to convey the idea of a
Dharmavikalpa, i.e., transference of epithet. The Bhasyakara gives the example:
‘manicah krosanti’as he says: “dharmavikalpo nyatradrstasyanyatra-prayogah -yatha
marnfcah krosantiti arthasadbhavena pratisedhah mancasthah purusah krosanti na tu
mancah krosanti.”

Gotama himself illustrates the various probable nimittas for Upacara
(referred to as atadbhave'pi tadupacarah) in Nyayasttra II.2.62. This list begins with
what is called Sahacarana, illustrated by the secondary meaning brahmanas,
expected to be conveyed by the expression ‘yastikan bhojaya’. The second Nimittais
Sthana, illustrated by the word marica, used with secondary significance in the
expression ‘maricah krosanti’.

The technical terms like Bhakti, Bhakta, Guna Vrtti, Laksana and Upacara
and the illustrative statements like ‘yastikan bhojaya and ‘maricah krosanti’are very
frequently found in the treatment of Sabda-vyapara in the later Alankara works.
This should tend to give us the immediate impression that so far as the treatment of
Sabda-vyapara is concerned Poetics received the idea from the Philosophical
literature and not from grammatical literature. Yet, if reference is made to the
Mahabhasya, then it will have to be admitted that while an impact of the

Philosophical systems cannot be totally ruled out, yet, the most original and the
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earliest extant source of inspiration for these linguistic speculations will have to be
traced back decidedly to a Grammatical work, viz., the Mahabhasya of Pataiijali.
Because, as it may be gathered from A.B. Keith??, Pataiijali who may be assigned to
C. 150 B.C. seems to be earlier than all the Stitra works of the Philosophical systems.
With regard to transference of epithet, Pataiijali finds an occasion to observe as
follows under Pa. IV.1.48.%*

Under Panini’s Stutra: “prakare gunavacanasya”(VII1.1.12), Pataiijali supplied
the exposition as follows: “gunavacanasyeti kimartham? agnirmanvakah,
gaurvahikah. prakare sarvesam gunavacanatvat sarvaprasangah. sarve hi sabhah
prakdre vartamana gunavacanah sampadyante. tenehapi prapnoti agnirmanavakah,
gaurvahika iti.”

Both the examples of transference of epithet due to sharing of common
qualities given here, viz., ‘gaurvahikah’ and ‘agnirmanavakah’ are given as stock
examples of the Gauni variety of Laksana in most of the post Dhvani works on
Poetics.

It may be pointed out that if a later theorist like Vi§vanatha defines the Gauni
variety of Laksana as gunayogat gauni’(i.e., when there is an association of qualities,
the type of Laksana is called Gauni.) we may legitimately trace back the origin of the
idea to Panini35, the earliest extant Grammarian. In this manner the impact of
Grammar on Poetics is undeniable also in the area of Sabda-Vyapara.

Conclusion:

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Abstract
Indian philosophy deals with many aspects such as epistemology, science, logic and
others. Physical sciences are also dealt with in ontological treatment by Indian
philosophers. The vaisheshika schools deals with many areas where the modern
scientist would be interested in. Among them, the treatment of qualities or attributes
(Gunas) is also one of the main features of the vaisheshika school. Attributes or
qualities are properties of a substance as the modern science recognizes it. It is quite
a vast field to deal with number of attributes recognized by different schools of
Indian philosophy and modern science. The present paper concentrates on ‘colour’
(rupa) which is recognized as an attribute by Indian philosophers and as a property
by modern science.
Paper
The vaisheshika school, the tattvavada school and others have written
extensively on the subject of colour. It is prudent to note how modern science and
Indian philosophical schools can be mutually beneficial and contributing.
One of the earliest reference to colour is in the works of nyaya-vaisheshika.
What that is written in the vaisheshika school was merged into the twin system of
nyaya-vaisheshika in the hands of later writers'. Even the schools other than nyaya

like the tattva-vada school have dealt with the concept of colour. The nyaya school

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defines tattva as: “the quality which can be grasped by the eye alone”. This definition
fits into all the colours. The colour is a quality and can be grasped only by the eye.
There are two subtle aspects in this definition. The colour is not defined as mere a
quality which would make the definition too wide. At the same time, if the colour is
defined as something which is grasped by the eye, the definition over-extends to
many things of the world like the physical tree which is not a property. If the
definition is qualified as being grasped by the eye alone, it still over-extends to the
genre (samanya-jati) such as colourness, blueness and others. There is a common
maxim in the nyaya school that “the genre of a thing is is grasped by a particular
sense-organ which grasps its locus”. Thus, when the colour is perceived by the eye,
the eye also grasps its genre called colourness. However, the colourness is a genre
and not a quality or attribute. Hence, the definition has problems. Hence, the
qualification of being a quality is also important. Just being a quality and being
grasped by the eye is not sufficient definition since the ‘number’ is also a quality
which is grasped by the eye. However, it is not grasped by the eye alone since the
number may also be known by touch. The word alone is so important in the
definition of colour. Hence, this definition of nyaya-vaisheshika is finalized in this
regard.

In modern science, colour is associated with a certain range of wave-lengths
of electromagnetic radiation visible to the human eye.' The theory of color in modern
science is based on the understanding of light and its interaction with matter. The
most widely accepted theory is the trichromatic theory, which was first proposed by
Thomas Young and refined by Hermann von Helmholtz in the 19th century. This
theory states that there are three types of color receptors in the human eye, called
cones, that are sensitive to different ranges of wavelengths of light. The cones are
sensitive to short wavelengths (blue), medium wavelengths (green), and long
wavelengths (red).

The trichromatic theory explains how our eyes perceive the entire spectrum

of colors by combining the signals from the three types of cones. For example, yellow

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light stimulates both the medium and long-wavelength cones, which our brain
interprets as a single color.

Another important theory is the opponent process theory.! This theory explains how
we perceive colors in pairs of opposing colors, such as red-green, blue-yellow, and
black-white. According to this theory, the human visual system processes color in
terms of three opposing pairs of colors: red-green, blue-yellow, and black-white.
This theory is supported by the fact that some neurons in the brain respond to one
color of light in the presence of another color of light that is its opponent.

Modern science has also developed a deep understanding of the physics of

color, such as the reflection, refraction, and absorption of light. This knowledge has
important practical applications in fields such as optics, imaging, and display
technology.
In one theory, perception of colour is the interpretation of the light reflected from
the opaque object back to the sense-organ. Thus, in pitch darkness, there can be no
perception of colour since there is no light which is reflected back. In case of
transparent things like even air and space, no light is reflected back and there is no
perception of colour. In case of translucent objects, only a certain part of light is
reflected back to the view and the viewer partly sees the colour or so. In case of
opaque objects, a certain spectrum digit of the light is reflected back, for example
the red. Then, the object is named as red in colour.

Color is the perception of different wavelengths of light by the human eye
and brain. Visible light is a form of electromagnetic radiation that ranges in
wavelength from about 400 to 700 nanometers. When light strikes an object, some
wavelengths are absorbed by the object, and others are reflected. The reflected
wavelengths determine the color of the object that we perceive.

Color can be described in terms of its hue, saturation, and brightness. Hue
refers to the dominant wavelength of light that gives a color its characteristic
appearance, such as red, green, or blue. Saturation refers to the purity of a color, or
the degree to which it is mixed with white or gray. Brightness refers to the intensity

of the color, or how much light is reflected from the object.

! It was proposed by Ewald Hering in the late 19th century
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Color perception is a complex process that involves the interaction between the eye,
brain, and surrounding environment. Our perception of color can also be influenced
by factors such as lighting, context, and individual differences in color vision.

Color is a visual perception of the human eye and brain in response to the presence
of light. It is a property of light that depends on its wavelength and frequency. When
white light is passed through a prism, it is split into a spectrum of colors ranging
from violet to red, which is known as the visible spectrum. The colors of the
spectrum are arranged in a particular order, with violet having the shortest
wavelength and highest frequency, and red having the longest wavelength and
lowest frequency.

Different colors are perceived based on the wavelength of the light that is reflected
or absorbed by an object. For example, when light falls on a red apple, it absorbs all
the colors of the spectrum except for red, which is reflected back to our eyes, giving
the apple its characteristic red color. Similarly, a blue object absorbs all colors except
blue, which is reflected back to our eyes..

Color is a visual perception of the human eye and brain in response to light. It is the
property of an object that produces different sensations on the eye as a result of the
way it reflects or emits light.

This brings about a central problem to the nyaya school of thought. The nyaya school
recognizes light (tejas) as a distinct substance and not to be merged as a quality.
However, in the findings of modern science, the colour is nothing but reflected part
of light which is not any distinct property. That is exactly why an object appearing
in white light as red is seen as dark in yellow light. Since the red colour is having a
larger wavelength, it is scattered the least.’ Thus, the modern science may question
the nyaya school that the so-called colour is not a distinct quality but only light itself
which is infact only a substance according to nyaya school too. The nyaya school
may question that if at all colour is just reflected light, then how can we account for
light-beam too as having a white colour. The question is not easy so solve since there
are two theories of light. The theory of light as just an electromagnetic wave cannot

answer the experience of white-beam perception of light since mere electromagnetic

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wave cannot reflect back any light. Further more, in pitch darkness, white beam of
light is perceived with no other light to reflect back to give colour to it. This problem
is applicable to the theory of photons in light as well. However, the photon theory of
light has an advantage. Since there are packets of energy in the beam, they are
substance which reflect back light to give its own colour. However, the perception of
light as white even in pitch darkness is yet to be solved.
In the Padartha-Samgraha, seven colours are noted as:

“..Shukla-neela-peeta-rakta-harita-kapila-citra-bhedat-saptavidham™

It has to be noted here that the white colour is recognized as an independent
colour, together with blue, yellow, red, green, brown and mixed. There is a clear
reference for the concept of colour in the brahma-sutra: “rupopanyasaccha”. The
reference is also found to colour in the bhagavadgita: “nanavidhani divyani
nanavarnakritani ca”.

It has to be finally noted that the nyaya school’s theory is based on a different
context of spectrum than that of modern science. The exposition in the padartha-

INTRODUCTION

Rajbanshis are a community living in Northern Bengal and the neighborhood.
Now the question is whether Rajbanshis is a trial association, race community or

class. Rajbanshis are a bit shy in nature and are not always willing to reveal all others.
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“Rajbanshis" literally means "Royal Community". They have a rich cultural heritage
and their own language. Koch and Rajbanshis are actually two different tribes but
were unified into one by the great king and hence named Koch Rajbanshis. They
have a very strong history but a fragile present and it is because of this lack of unity
among these tribes that they have ceased to thrive in today's world.

The Rajbanshis are a large community inhabiting the Western parts of
Assam; Jalpaiguri, Coochbehar, Darjeeling, Dinajpur, Malda districts of North Bengal
and Rangpur of Bangladesh; some parts of Nepal. The subordination of the Rajbanshi
community and its disfiguration into a marginal entity has reduced them into a

INDIGENOUS AND FOLK RAJBANSHI LITERATURE

The entire society in Bengal's northern region was based on conventions,
traditions, and superstitions. The elements of traditional culture would have been
propagated generation after generation. Folk culture pervaded a major portion of
Bengali society, particularly in areas where the Renaissance's light could not
penetrate. It's impossible to conceive of an old society without folklore and literature.
Panchanan Barma was presented with the task of learning about society without
omitting many proverbs, rhymes, verses, songs, riddles, and words. Each term has a
unique meaning that is tied to the society. Both the song and the verse have meaning.
Those were written in accordance with various customs. Despite the fact that such
verses and practices were not written down, people used them for a variety of
purposes, such as soothing a sleeping child, acting out dramas, and so on.

Koch-Rajbanshi, and other
indigenous peoples have a variety of stories and folklore about their origin, name,
mobility, and conflict point to increased cultural interaction on the one hand, while
on the other, they point to cultural instability. The constant changing of peoples' and

places' names might be understood as recurring cultural makeovers in defense of

Language reflects a culture’s ideals and ideas. The contrasts between two
cultures are perfectly reflected through their languages. Understanding the
intricacies of a language entails being able to communicate with people who grew up
with very different values and ideas. One cannot look at any culture without taking
cognizance of its history. One can get a sense of how and why specific terms care to
imply what they mean by studying their history. The power of a phrase or idea in a
language can be explained by the history of a culture, but it can also be explained by
the existence of specific linguistic components.

Rajbanshi poets embrace their mother tongues through reading and writing
poetry. It helps them to explore the sounds and detriments of words and reminds
them that language is not something one learns, but something one actively
participates in creating. The art of poetry takes these poets beyond language by
showing that words can represent much more than they tend to do on the page.

Rajbanshis frequently use the state's various geopolitical contexts to defend

their own existence. They have a troubling history of shifting from being a
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conventional chronicle to an alternative account. Folklores, while dealing with the
Rajbanshi community, are infused with political and economical awareness.
FOLK LITERATURE OF THE RAJBANSHI COMMUNITY

There are numerous rhymes in Rajbanshi language that represent various
customs and traditions. These rhymes glorify the language by having a specific
impact in the fields in which they are being used. These rhymes reveal the traditional
Rajbanshis' socio-economic status, including their livelihood, and culture.

In the nineteenth century, the Bengal renaissance began. As a result, the key
elements of folk literature were introduced into ancient literature. The new system
was implemented to replace the old one. In place of the old landlords who were
involved in their business during the colonial rule in Bengal, a new group of
businessmen emerged. They were well educated during colonial rule and had given
up old traditions as well as rural customs, beliefs, folk culture, and so on. As a result
of the intersection's continuation of modern literature. In light of western education,
the British administration system did not believe in folk culture and old traditions.
Western education had spread in Kolkata and surrounding areas, but the far-flung
areas were excluded from the renaissance light. However, under the stories of folk
culture, kabiyal music, folk tales, thoughts, Jhumur, Panchali, the Ramayana and
the Mahabharata, and folk literature were developed at the time.

The majority of village old men and women used rhyme and verse as
communicative languages with one another. Each of them has a unique meaning and
literary terms in relation to folk cultures; it is true that everyone left their footprints
on the earth during their lifetime, and a solution will be found through scientific
research. The component of folk literature is the concealment of all human actions.
However, some of the verses, songs for children to sleep, rhymes, and so on were
gathered from various villages. As a result, the influence of folklore and folk culture
on the emergence and development of Rajbanshi literature is undeniable. Folk
literature has a prominent place in the modern literary world.

MODERN RAJBANSHI POETRY
Poetry emerges from a need to relocate one's social self because such

individuals are aware of the process involved in political and cultural displacement.
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The Rajbanshi consciousness has a deep understanding of the disembodied history
that governed their universe of meaning and space in the past. The body of texts
that give concrete shapes to the sounds in the developing structure of the Rajbanshi
poetry is haunted by the distillation of this unsettling awareness.

The Rajbanshi literature, specifically, poetry has been an important form of
cultural expression as well as a powerful tool for raising the community's historical
and political consciousness. Rajbanshi language provides amazing poetic expression
for the community's exalted cultural inheritance, deterioration and agonies of inner
desperation, past and nostalgic landscapes. The poetic voices of the Rajbanshis have
been extremely effective in reawakening lost Kshatriya Hood and invoking the
goddess of strength for regeneration and rebirth.

Rajbanshi poems portray a nostalgia for its past that was a home to its
folklores and folktales. The poets relocate themselves as helpless witnesses of the
process that have ruined the depository of their collective identity and consciousness.
Some poets also show hope for the future. A way of revival is being uttered.

Before dealing with the Indigenous Literature, it is important to understand
the definition of Indigenous peoples. They are the original or natural inhabitants of
a country or a particular region. Thus, Indigenous literature can be defined as
literature produced by Indigenous peoples and their descendants. Poetry, drama,
fiction and creative nonfiction are all examples of literature. Memoirs and
autobiographical writings are important, as it forms cultural context open for
interpretation and closer reading of Indigenous Literature.

Writing in a language, other than the mainstream culture, has always formed
a counter-narrative discourse which provided a platform to Indigenous people for
expressing themselves in their mother tongue. Indigenous literature itself is a
reaction against cultural hegemony prevailing in the society. It provides the writers
with the authority to present his/her own culture in his/her own language,
Indigenous way. When a language is on the verge of diminishing, the indigenous
authors have tried to restore its values and significance. Similar is the case with

Rajbanshi literature. Moving away from the language of the upper castes, writing in

their own language, is a major attempt to rejuvenate one's own culture and
traditions.

The literature has established the importance of grief and loss to social well-
being in the Rajbanshi community of Bengal, for example the poem Bhabatosh of
Pijush Sarkar in his collection Ama Chhama Chan of 2016. At an outer level, the
poem might seem to have been directed to an individual person named Bhabatosh,
but while understanding every nook of the poem, one can perceive the deep sense of
loss and grief prevailing in the Rajbanshi community. Almost all the writings in
Rajbanshi language, talks about the eerie pain of sufferings, lost times, prosperity,
glorified past,which does not exist anymore.

Bhabatosh is a poem of self-realization. The Rajbanshis easily trust people.
They have trusted everyone they came across, and accepted everything
wholeheartedly. The poet explores the various ways in which individuals and the
community have attempted to nurture the relationship and conventions that
Indigenous people have with land, family and history and project these relationships
into his writings. This poem is a great example of the fact that Indigenous writers
demonstrate their way of persisting through hardships without giving up hope. This
poem expressed the realities of Rajbanshis' lives. Sarkar here, talks about the
Indigenous-settler relationships, how once whom the Indigenous people have guided
through, now became the rulers backstabbing the aboriginal people.

Numerous Indigenous cultures and societies place a high value on reciprocal
relationships with their land. In addition to losing their land and property to settler
occupation, Indigenous communities have also faced many difficulties in their
ongoing struggles for land renewal and repartition. Rajbanshis have lived in the
Northern part of Bengal for hundreds of years, and their cultures and worldviews
are based on their connections to their ancestral lands and waters. An understanding
of Indigenous peoples' position within their homelands, is essential in order to
understand much Indigenous literature. Though different communities have
varying experiences with respect to time and space, Indigenous peoples' experiences

with the different political parties of Bengal is well reflected in their literature.
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Different communities have varying experience with respect to time and space. Same
is expressed in this particular poem in discussion.

The poet writes, it breaks his heart to think of Bhabatosh. To whom
Bhabatosh has shown the ground to stand, throws him out, breaking him down as a
plaintiff here. To whom he warned about the high tides of Kaljani river, are now
washing away his banks, Bhabatosh does not realize. '‘Bhabatosh' is not a single
person, talked about in this poem here. The poet tries to draw attention of the
readers to the downtrodden condition of the Rajbanshi people. How the community
is culturally and economically looted by the mainstream social constraints.
‘Bhabatosh' represents the entire community and the poem reveals the community's
resistance against the injustices being enforced upon its people.

Most of his poems deal with the downtrodden, miserable condition of the
Rajbanshis in the contemporary time. His poems are, in true sense, a fruit of close
observation of his community, Rajbanshi. In his poem Nara (Stem), Sarkar writes -

The hands of leaders took away all the rice
Now only the barren lands
And only the rice stems.
Trans: Dipak Barman

Nature has always been an important trope to represent the pain and
sufferings of any Indigenous community. So, here the poet transformed the natural
phenomenon "stem" into a component of community identity drawing the readers'
attention to the community resistance.

Reflections in the poem Nara are the struggle and suffering brought on by the
Homogenized deprivation led by the so-called Deoyani (leaders) who simply drained
out the blood from the veins of Rajbanshi pride and glory. The term Deyonai among
the Rajbanshis was dedicated to the decision making head of the society. Deoyani
used to enforce power on the rest of the country to act according to his decision.
Here, in the poem, Deoyani is the political or social leader who has imposed laws
upon the Rajbanshis, that led to the fallen dignity of the community. These leaders
gradually depleted the Rajbanshis of all their resources and advantages, leaving them

destitute, deprived, secluded and finally labeled them as a Minor Section of the

society. And due to this, the poet writes, for the Rajbanshis, their decimated identity
was reduced to nothing more than the rice stems that lie on barren land, after the
process of cultivation is over. A similar connotation can be traced in the poem Matra
Gach of Nikhilesh Roy, where the Rajbanshis are presented as remnants
overshadowed in their own land by the mainstream Bengali tradition.

Indigenous writers portray the native concern for balance and harmony. They
reveal the relationship between human and nature, human and land, and the
relationship between reality and imagination. The Rajbanshi poems, in a certain
way, challenge the conventional standards engaging with the socio-economic status
of their community, representing the notion of "collective consciousness". Cultural
hegemony plays an important role in the writings of the Rajbanshis. Their writing
presents a anti-Bengali (mainstream culture) resistance, through either the use of
natural phenomenon, or through writing about their felicitous memories of the past.

Dipak Barman writes, the act of associating oneself with a natural phenomena
is not new in literature, but what is novel in Rajbanshi Literature is that the poets
here did not stop after associating their community with natural phenomenon but
instead sought to restore the community members' consciousness to their bodies and
minds. In a similar voice, poet Pijush Sarkar compared himself and his community
to meadow grass in his poem Dubbaghash (Meadow Grass)-

Dubbaghash (Meadow Grass)
I'm meadow grass, the child of the soil
My chest drenched with fog...
Who likes to stay in pitch dark for so long?
Trans: Dipak Barman
The poem displays the hardships and broken spirit of the Rajbanshi

community, which is constantly fighting to get a space to breathe.

The Koches, Rajbanshis, Meches and other locals owned the majority of the
land in Northern Bengal until the beginning of the nineteenth century. However, as
the upper caste Hindu gentry migrated to this region in the late nineteenth century,

the situation started to change. In addition to solidifying, their position as a non-
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cultivating aristocrats, they also developed middle class at the village level because
most Zamindari agents and the workforce at the nearby offices (cutchery) were
drawn from this group taking advantage of the illiteracy and innocence of the native
people, the local farmers they started abusing them.

Due to change in the social construct, large-scale land transfer in North
Bengal from the Rajbanshis to non-Rajbanshis began in the Nineteenth Century and
persisted into the early Twentieth Century. The mass emigration of outsiders to
various districts in Northern Bengal was another significant factor in the transfer of
land to the non-Rajbanshis. Charu Chandra Sanyal is of the view that the region's
(North Bengal's) attractions included its abundance of land, the potential for
profitable business ventures, job opportunities on government institutions because
the local population was unable to compete, and the serene beauty of the tea gardens,
which offered employment opportunities for both laborers and Babus.

Another poem of Pijush Sarkar, Ghun ( Wood-worm), is a great example
portraying the socio-economic status of the Rajbanshis. Human fate is compared to
that of a Sarinda, which has been decimated by a wood worm. Folk art is a part of
dance, song, and theatre. Kushan, Chor-chunni, Bishahari song, and other forms of
ancient performing art are examples found in the Rajbanshi society. These folk
dramas tell numerous mythical tales. While the arts are being practiced, music is
played on instruments like Khol, Flute, Pepa, Kartal and Sarinda. Sarinda is a kind
of stringed instrument played vertically with a bow. In this poem, the human body
is compared to a Sarinda, a log of wood that a wood worm is slowly eradicating.

Ghun (Wood-Worm)
Now I'm alone in desolate land
Just like a broken Sarinda lying there
My body is worm stricken, the fragmented tuned ooze.
Trans: Dipak Barman

The poet employs a masterful use of nature's rhetoric to treasure that the
Rajbanshi people's identity will return to the maze of the other dominating
communities of the world. Dipak Barman writes, the self-identity of the Rajbanshi

people is anonymous to the Sarinda and has been diminished at the attack of the
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opportunists and the age-old Brahmanic tradition of making them feel that they are

from the lower category and they do not belong to the prospective position.

To conclude, I would like to mention that most of the Rajbanshi poems are

an attempt to symbolically represent the poet's memory of the Rajbanshis' glorious

past.
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Abstract
Arts have been there even since Vedic times and there is lot of ongoing
research in these fields. Naatyashaastra of Bharatamuni has been a research topic
chosen by a number of people. With the objective of rethinking the methodological
aspects in Bharatamuni’s Naatyashaastra and present research publications,
information from online and offline sources has been collected and various data were
studied and analysed.
It is observed that Bharata’s intention was to prove a Siddhaanta, especially with
respect to Rasa. This paper has been written to give all the background information
and throw light on how they were introduced systematically, as the understanding
of the nuances of the Rasa topic needed foundational knowledge on a lot of other
topics. In this paper, similarities have been found upon comparison. It can be
concluded that the results of the study have led to a deeper understanding of the
very vast topic of the Rasa and it will pave way for better research on the topic, in
future. This gives greater recognition and value to such a great scripture
Naatyashaastra as well as Bharatamuni, who proved the Rasa siddhaanta.

In Abhinavabhaarati
Abhinavagupta has mentioned YGHEAYGHRIGHIALATHS faqua |
(Abhinavaguptaacaarya, 2003)

This proves Bharata as the author. Also in the first Anka of Kalidaasa’s
naataka Vikramorvasheeyam the words T Rd<l & WAMN....... proves that
Bharata had written something about Naatya. (Nagar & Joshi, 2003)

Some part of the grantha may be lost and manusripts may be interpolated or
have different recessions, but still it is attributed to Bharata.

There is every topic like knowledge, art, sculpture, yoga, karma, emotion,
states, involved in the shaastra. Rasa is a unique concept made prominant in
Natyashaastra. This has influenced people in performing arts, poetry, etc. and
people felt that the ultimate goal is to experience the realisation of Rasa - especially
the result had to be the happiness.

The purpose of the Naatyashaastra

The uses are mentioned in the first chapter -

Having a Vedic creation, it is supposed to help in obtaining Dharma, Artha,
Kaama and Moksha

It gives wealth, fame, intelligence, self-confidence, blessings and great joy

It helps to control distress, sorrow, hopelessness and teach people good values
in life.

It is addressed to different types of people -

For Performer in dance, drama and music - teaches the actor to act with skill

and without error. It gives Natyamantapa and Stage details.

For Shrota or darshaka / prekshaka/ saamaajika sahrudaya - . He will get the

ability to recognize a good drama or dance performance. Abhinava Gupta has
informed that a sahrudaya is one whose mind is pure by having the practice of

reading kaavyas or watching naatakas and whose mind has ability to concentrate
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and enjoy the performance. In the 27™ chapter , Bharata says that his all sense organs
should be in systematic condition to be a viewer
For poet, Drama/ Dance / Music Director - It informs to create a doshaheena
nataka and how to obtain rasa in a performance. It also tells about moves used in
dance or drama like karana, angahara, chaari, mandala... and also details of dressing,
make up, nepathya and so on. Vaachika is an important part where the language,
music, svaras, jati, instrumental music are mentioned. The alankaaras, vrutti or
chandas and other details are mentioned.

He told Indra to practice the art and when he seemed incapable, entrusted
Bharathamuni to grasp all the ideas and develop its prayoga.

The first presentation was at Indra’s dhvajaarohana
festival. The success of devas in the play depressed the daityas. Brahma pacified them

Objective as by Bharata - The main aim of Bharata was to define lakshanas for the
various concepts. Also he wanted to prove the Rasa siddhaanta. It is to standardize
the knowledge of the past in the various fields he knew, for the future generations.
To Bharata the problem of aesthetics was mainly of technique- so he aimed to
instruct the dramatists, stage-managers, etc. to produce drama and various methods
and techniques to evoke a particular rasa. (Vatsyayan, 1977)

Review of literature as by Bharata

The intellect seen in Naatyashaastra is the ‘nirvivaaditha satya’ based on
prayogas of the past and not just some ideas of a few people. (Musalgaunkar, 2020)

It is possible that there have been samskrit naatya parampara much before
Bharata, on which he is an expert. But it was carried on in an oral way. Always he
mentions that it was told by the knowledgeable people adds proof to his statements.
For each rasa and bhaava lakshana he quotes ‘atra shlokaaha’ ‘atra aaryaaha’ and so
on. Bharata has mentioned about 30 or more narrations by his ancestors in the field
of naatya as ‘anuvamsheeya’ shlokas. Kohala, Shaandilya, Vaatsya and Dattila are
mentioned as those who continued the shaastra.

Methodology as by Bharata - It is descriptive type and includes prose,
shlokas, sootras, karikaa, nirukta, etc. After explaining the Origin of Natya , the
first performance the praise of Natya and he has told about the Natyamantapa with
the Stage. Detailed pooja required and the Poorvaranga is mentioned as a necessity.
How Shiva informed Bharata about Taandava and Laasya is also mentioned. As a
reply to the sages’ questions, Bharata explains various aspects of Natya -, A group of
words is first mentioned as ‘Sangraha’. The meaning of these words were told

sometimes in sootra form and explained as bhaashya by learned people.

For the sthaayibhaava to obtain rasatva the following conditions are required -
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e Samyoga of vibhaava, anubhaava due to sthaayibhaava and
vyabhicaaribhaava in the actor on stage must be seen by the spectator or
visualized through a book by a reader.

e Sthaayibhaava must be dominant and vyabhicaaribhaava, saatvikabhaava
should be subordinate supporting it.

e The bhaavas in actor must be having sattva, Vak and anga can be additional
qualities. Actor must have involvement.

e Spectator/ reader must be sahrudaya involved in the Naatya / Kaavya.
People like Bhattalollata, Srishankuka, Bhattanayaka, Abhinava Gupta chose

to write commentaries as it seemed to have a great doctrine in it.

Dhananjaya felt it had to be concise, but Dhanika felt that if concised, it
does not give various information (Musalgaunkar, 2020)

According to Nyaya, Anumana is a valid means of acquiring knowledge. They
have a systematic process of making valid inferences using Paksha, Hetu,
Udaaharana, Upanaya and Nigamana.

Also the word samyoga is used by Bharata as a sannikarsha vyaapaara
between dravyas.

Human beings are considered dravyas as they are from prithvi, a dravya. They
are considered to be made of Pancabhootas, that are dravyas.

The vibhaava- the cause in thought, sthaayibhaava, that gives rise to
anubhaava and vyabhicaaribhaava are in the mind, a dravya. There is spiritual
involvement of aatma, a dravya. Bharata feels that -

Samyoga - conjunction of sense organ with object without knowing the
detailed nature of the object. This is like how some ayurvedic people feel. (Bhojani,
2020)

As for as the moves are concerned some say that it is the inseparable
Samavaaya relation between the dravya and feraiferamadl: and also dravya- guna
relation like the actor and the colour. Also shabda is samavaaya. This is debatable.

Pratyaksha Pramaana is defined as cognition vyakta —pure rightful knowledge

devoid of doubt , definite and tadatva - instantaneous knowledge obtained at the
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moment, immediate knowledge, arising from conjugation of soul, senses, mind and
sense objects. (Chakrapani, 2020)

Conclusion as by Bharata- The nigamana is given in the sixth chapter. This
will solve the doubt in others - (paraarthaanumaana) inference to solve other’s
doubts. So it is considered a siddhaanta.

In the last chapter he replies to the questions of sages about the usage of
music descent of drama on the earth. When his descendents did prahasanas to
ridicule the sages, they were cursed to become Sudras. Later they performed and
Nahusha’s palace on earth and produced various natyas with the help of ladies.
Kohala, Shaandilya, Vaatsya and Dattila composed the Shaastra on Earth. He
concludes by mangala shlokas and good wishes for humanity.

IV. Comparision

e The present dissertations have ‘kavi’ or ‘kruti paricaya’ at the beginning. He
has mainly introduced Brahma as the creator of the shaastra - Naatyaveda
from the four Vedas and how Siva taught him Tandava and Lasya.

e Generally our thesis writing is matter of fact, but in Naatyashaastra there is
dialogue between sages in question-answer form and telling of incidents,
which is more interesting.

e The introduction of the topic is generally one chapter with the objective or
hypothesis mentioned. In case of Naatyashaastra there is need for so many
topics of introduction which are in many chapters. Though Rasa and other
keywords are introduced in the sixth chapter the explanation of key words
continue for many more chapters later.

e Objective is generally informed in one or two lines. His intention was to prove
a Siddhaanta, especially with respect to Rasa. Since the understanding of the
nuances of the Rasa topic needed foundational knowledge on a lot of other
topics, they were introduced in a systematic way.

e Methodology is clearly written in the present day dissertations. In the case of
Naatyashaastra it has been deduced by the author of this paper. Actually
there was a version, which seemed to have 12000 verses and it is said to be

lost. So how he really wrote or got it written still remains to be searched.
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e Some people followed inference as pramana in the past. Now-a-days other
proofs are given.

e Results and discussions are clearly stated in the present thesis-writing. The
Arya shlokas show the past ideas for discussions and result is the proving of
the Rasa Siddhanta.

e The anumana technique is not clearly stated by Bharata, but hidden. The
upasamhara or conclusion is the last chapter in both.

A paste of the tender tops made with water and sugar is given as a demulcent in
cough. An infusion of the tops is given as a douche in gonorrhea and leukorrhea.
The tender leaves are eaten as an astringent for diarrhea and dysentery. The
decoction is a useful gargle for relaxed sore throat and spongy gums; it is also used
for washing bleeding ulcers and wounds. An ointment made of the burnt leaves with
coconut oil is an efficacious remedy for skin diseases. Decoction of the bark is used
as a demulcent in prolapse of the anus. It is also prescribed for the treatment of
gonorrhea, cystitis, leukorrhea, vaginal discharge, and prolapse of the uterus. The
gum is an emollient and demulcent; it is particularly useful in diarrhea, dysentery
and diabetes; it also soothes the inflamed membranes of the pharynx, alimentary
canal and genito-urinary organs; it is prescribed for cough and chest complaints. A
decoction of the gum is used as a tonic or as an aphrodisiac. The decoction of the
bark or infusion is used as a collyrium in ophthalima and as a wash for ulcers.

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Teacher-pupil relationship in ancient teaching method
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Abstract:

The ancient Indian education system was built on the relationship between
the Guru (teacher) and the Shishya (student), which was similar to that of a father
and son. The Upanishads emphasize the unique bond between a teacher and a
student, stating that both pray to the Lord for the power to teach and learn without
any animosity between them. The Guru played a crucial role in the acquisition of
knowledge. Without guidance and instruction from others, knowledge cannot be
obtained solely through reasoning. The disciple should also be dedicated to serving
and being physically present with the Acharya. Modern education focuses on
material wealth and pleasure, resulting in a lack of inner peace and contentment.
The traditional aim of education was to balance the pursuit of material wealth and
pleasure with the pursuit of spiritual growth and salvation. The Guru should initiate
the disciple into Upnayan Sanskar and teach them the Vedas, as well as instruct them
in proper conduct and hygiene. The disciples should worship the Guru as the means
to studying the Vedas, and should always follow the Guru's instructions. They should
only study when called upon by the Guru and accept only what the Guru teaches
them. The disciples should always treat the Guru with respect and honor through
their thoughts, words, and actions. The Acharya removes the cover of the disciple
and illuminates him with the light of knowledge.

Article:

The ancient education system is built on two pillars: the Guru and the
Shishya. The Guru is responsible for imparting knowledge and the Shishya receives
it. To truly understand this system, it is important to not only understand the

characteristics of the teacher and the student, but also the nature of their
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relationship. The Upanishads emphasize the unique bond between a teacher and a
student, stating that at the beginning of their studies, they both pray to the Lord for
the power to teach and learn, and for a bright education without any animosity
between them'. In the Indian education system, the relationship between the teacher
and the student was similar to that of a father and son.

Vasistha also believed that a
Shrotriya (a person who has studied the Vedas) is never childless, as the disciple is
considered their child“. In ancient Indian education, the Guru played a crucial role
in the acquisition of knowledge. Without guidance and instruction from others,
knowledge cannot be obtained solely through reasoning’. The disciple should also be
dedicated to serving and being physically present with the Acharya®.

In childhood, the potential for physical and intellectual development is
immense. At this time, the body can grow and develop with a simple diet, which is
not possible even with an extraordinary diet later. Similarly, the attainment of
knowledge is not possible at other times as much as it is possible in this state. That's
why childhood is considered the right time for education. Although the education of
the essential practices of life is also obtained from the daily experiences of the world,
to rise above the common ground of diet, one must enter the classical areas, but at

the entrance of the classical area, the 'Acharya’ enters the entrance. By keeping the

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aspirants in his constitution, he gives that capital of conduct and thought, by which
the facilities to enter the inaccessible scriptures and move happily in it are easily
obtained. No one can have the right to enter this scripture world without the
instruction of Acharya. Only the knowledge obtained from the Guru's tradition is
fruitful. Even the secret knowledge that resides within the Guru is transformed into
a student who faithfully worships him. That's why it becomes necessary to have
general knowledge regarding the Guru. Manu has made three distinctions between
gurus - Acharya, Upadhyaya, and Guru'. In all these three distinctions of the teacher,
the disciple has the tendency of a complete scholar. It is not only necessary in the
teacher that he acquaints the students with classical knowledge, but also inculcates
in them the devotion to mold those lofty instincts in the mold of life, so that
knowledge and action can be combined. Without action, knowledge becomes a
burden. That's why Acharya should be a follower of the scriptural religion, because
it is only by conduct that the spirit of religious observance can be established in the
disciples. Only by getting the education of good conduct and thought, strength of
character and intellectual progress can come. In this context, the essential qualities
of the students it is also necessary to have knowledge of Guru. They should have
more 'devotion to Guru' than fervent curiosity. Knowledge is certainly obtained from
good faith. Along with this, modesty and hard work are also found. Gaining
knowledge through practices such as celibacy, evening worship, performing the
Agnihotra ritual, and serving a Guru can lead to a significant spiritual advancement.

Modern education does not produce individuals with a deep understanding of
knowledge or strong moral character. Concepts such as restraint and simplicity are
no longer valued. Disrespect for authority figures, lack of discipline, and disregard
for ethical behavior are common among students. The focus on material wealth and

pleasure has taken precedence over self-control and generosity. The ultimate goal of

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education has become solely centered on obtaining a job and financial success, rather
than the pursuit of spiritual growth and salvation. This has resulted in a lack of inner
peace and contentment. The traditional aim of education was to balance the pursuit
of material wealth and pleasure with the pursuit of spiritual growth and salvation.
The Guru should initiate the disciple into Upnayan Sanskar and teach them the
Vedas, as well as instruct them in proper conduct and hygiene'.

When
the Guru calls the disciples by holding their thumb and saying "Bho, disciple, you
read," the disciples should perform three pranams and then recite the first Gayatri
and Vedas, Omkar. They should sit facing the same direction as the Guru and before
and after the recitation the disciples should take the Guru's feet and take permission
from the Guru and then move south, east or north*. The Acharya removes the cover
of the disciple and illuminates him with the light of knowledge. The lamp of
knowledge remains covered by the darkness of ignorance. The Guru removes that

cover and gives the disciple fourteen knowledge.

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In ancient India, the relationship between teacher and student was considered
sacred. The Acharya (teacher) deeply cares for the disciples and works to make them
capable in every way. The disciples see it as their duty to obey and serve the Acharya's
orders. The Acharya does not charge any fees from the disciples, instead, he provides
for their needs such as food, clothing, and shelter. When a disciple is sick, the
Acharya takes care of their treatment. It is the Acharya's duty to guide the disciple
on the right path, and to monitor their behavior. The Acharya should instruct the
disciple on what actions they should take and what actions they should avoid, and
on how to conduct themselves in various situations. The daily routine, sleep and
wakefulness, and diet of the disciple should also be taken into consideration.
Respecting one's teachers and gurus has always been a crucial aspect of the Indian
education system. The importance of the Guru as a means of obtaining knowledge
was widely accepted. In ancient India, education began with the study of the Vedas.
It was mandatory to follow the instructions of the Acharya (teacher) for the proper
pronunciation of mantras. The purity of pronunciation could only be maintained by
learning from a Guru. The Acharya did not charge any fees for teaching, and thus
deserved even more respect. A scholar who does not study under the guidance of a
Guru will not become renowned among scholars, as knowledge cannot be obtained
solely through reading books; it must be learned from a knowledgeable teacher".

The relationship between student and teacher was pure and elevated. The
student held their teacher in high regard and the teacher had affection and respect
for their student. The Guru found joy in teaching dedicated students, and the
relationship between them was like that of a father and son. According to
Yajnavalkya, the Guru is considered to be on the level of a mother and both are
worthy of worship. This relationship was similar to that of a mother and son.
Dwijatis (twice-born) were believed to have two valid births, the first being from the
womb of the mother, and the second being from the Upanayana ceremony. The

second birth signified the attainment of knowledge from the Guru®. According to

threads of knowledge not only dispel the darkness of the world through the devotion
of a dedicated student and a loving teacher, but also cool the heat of the threefold
miseries. Just as there is a strict order for students to follow their duties, there is also
an effort to make the teachers duty-bound. It has been said that the son of the
teacher, the one who serves, the one who teaches other arts, the one who is pure, the
one who is bound, the one who is capable of receiving sermons, the giver of wealth,
the sage, and the self-knowledge, these ten persons should be taught and educated
religiously. This is how the relationship between teacher and student was studied in
ancient times. Through this method, a student brought up under the tutelage of a
guru was proficient in various knowledge-sciences as well as fine arts. A person
without literature, music, and arts is like an animal without horns and tail?>. With
proper knowledge, this practical form of teaching can still be achieved today.
Knowledge makes a man sit on a high seat and the heads of all people bow before it.

In this way, we can say that the relationship between Guru and disciples was
like that of a parent and child. The Guru not only provided education, but also
prepared them for a successful future. Additionally, the disciples also upheld the
societal and traditional customs towards the Guru. Whether the knowledge being
imparted is of this world, the afterlife, or the soul, the one who seeks to receive it
should first show respect to the teacher. The relationship between teacher and
student should be one in which the student has pride and reverence for the teacher,
and the teacher has respect for the student. If there is love present, the teaching will
be more effective. In the past, this was the typical relationship in ashrams. However,
in many schools today, this relationship is lacking, which leads to a lack of peace and
satisfaction among students despite receiving teachings®. Ancient literature also

provides guidance on the practical responsibilities of the Guru in terms of how the

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disciple should behave. The two main elements of this guidance are as follows: The
Guru should impart all the knowledge they possess to their disciples and should not
keep any knowledge hidden'. The teacher should treat all their disciples equally and
should not discriminate in their teaching?.

The relationship between Guru and Shishya (disciple) extends beyond the
period of study, it's a lifelong bond. The interaction between teacher and student
continues even after the student has completed their studies. Even after returning
home with acquired knowledge, disciples used to come back to serve their Guru and
they would often bring gifts for them. The gurus also visited the homes of their
disciples to see how they were applying the knowledge they had learned. Gurus held
great respect for their disciples, but it was also expected that disciples should be
virtuous, dignified and be dedicated to the welfare of others. If the Guru is found to
be misguided or the teachings are not working, the disciple should leave them. The
Guru is the source of knowledge and enlightenment in the world®. It is the
responsibility of the student to learn from the Guru with humility and devotion. The
Guru should also teach with a pure spirit.* The student should obey the Guru's
teachings without hesitation. To truly understand the teachings of the Vedas, one
must have complete devotion to the Guru’. Knowledge is acquired through the Guru-
Shishya tradition, in which the student asks questions and the Guru provides
answers and explanations through discourse. The Guru imparts all of their

knowledge to the student, molding them to become like the Guru themselves.

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According to the knowledge of Brahmavidya, the teacher should be highly skilled
and the student should also be highly capable. Through the efforts of both the
teacher and student, the dissemination of knowledge is sustained. The student
should always put into practice what they have learned by constantly keeping the
Guru's words in mind.’ Those who do not respect their teacher will suffer for many
lifetimes, eventually becoming outcasts known as Chandals.? When you hear
negative talk about your guru, it is best to leave the situation and not listen.* Never
speak ill of your guru, or mimic their actions or behaviour.* Always show respect and
humility towards your guru by maintaining simple habits such as eating and
dressing similarly, and waking up and sleeping at the same time as them.” When
interacting with your guru, always show respect and humility. Stand when they are
sitting, walk in front of them when they are standing, follow a few steps behind
when they are walking, and run behind them when they are running.¢ If you treat
your guru poorly, you will become worse than a donkey, a dog, a worm, or an insect.”
Avoid sitting with your teacher in a place where the wind carries your words to and
fro between the two of you. Do not speak unless your teacher can hear you clearly.*
Show respect and reverence towards your Guru's spiritual guide, even when they are

not present. If you live near your Guru, do not greet other teachers without their

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permission.! Treat other teachers, such as Upadhyay, and your uncles, maternal
uncles, as your own teachers. Among your peers, act as a teacher by promoting
righteousness and discouraging unrighteousness. Show respect and act as a teacher
among elders, the sons of your teacher, and the brothers of your teacher. A celibate
person who wishes to live in the Guru's family for their entire life should serve the
Guru diligently until the end of their life. A Guru's son should be treated with
respect, regardless of their status, whether they are younger, equal, a student or
teacher, performing rituals, or visiting the rituals as a ritualist. Both the teacher and
the student should possess intelligence for the acquisition and dissemination of
knowledge. Without intelligence, knowledge cannot be retained in the mind. The
role of parents, particularly the mother and father, is crucial in acquiring knowledge.
The mother is considered to be the source and the father the means of reproduction.
If the parents are virtuous, well-educated and knowledgeable, and the father is
diligent, intelligent, strong, and dominant, then the child born from such parents
will be superior, and will possess the ability to acquire knowledge. Therefore, only
those who are willing to learn from the best teachers, the worthy offspring of worthy
parents, can create a heavenly world. In this way, only such gentlemen can enter the
heavenly world. In short, the best parents can have the best children, and the best
child of a father may be the best. If the teacher imparts knowledge to the best child
of a qualified mother, then that education is also successful and only such
knowledgeable people can enter 'Swarglok'. Falsely slandering gurus, speaking
blasphemy against the Vedas, killing friends, and destroying the Vedas are sins
similar to Brahmahatya.

The relationship between a Guru and their disciple is direct and personal,
rather than being mediated by any institution. This leads to an intimate and loving
relationship between the two. The disciple would not easily sever this relationship

with their Guru. Similarly, the Guru would also have deep affection for their
